REQUEST FOR RELEASE OF FUNDS
On or about 6/2/20, Bastrop County will submit a request to the Texas Department of Agriculture, Office of Rural Affairs for the release of Community Development Block Grant funds under Section 104(f) of Title I of the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974 as amended, to undertake a project known as Sewer Improvements #7219021 for the purpose of providing first-time wastewater service to households in the Stony Point subdivision, in the total grant amount of $300,000 and a $15,000 match for a total estimated project cost of $315,000.  
Sewer Improvements:  Contractor shall provide first-time wastewater service to 28 low-to-moderate income households by installing 1,530 LF of 8” gravity sewer mains, manholes, all associated appurtenances, to include Administration and Engineering costs.  
Rehabilitation: Single-Unit Sewer Service: Contractor shall provide first-time wastewater service to 28 households by installing 28 sewer yard service lines, mitigating all existing septic systems, all associated appurtenances, to include Administration and Engineering costs.  TxCDBG funds shall not fund a yard service line on private property to a household that does not qualify as LMI.  Residents will be served by the Aqua Water Supply Corporation (WSC) wastewater collection system.  Construction shall take place in the Stony Point neighborhood.

ENVIRONMENTAL CERTIFICATION
Bastrop County certifies to the Texas Department of Agriculture, Office of Rural Affairs that Paul Pape, in his capacity as County Judge, consents to accept the jurisdiction of the Federal Courts if an action is brought to enforce responsibilities in relation to the environmental review process and that these responsibilities have been satisfied.  The Department’s approval of the certification satisfies its responsibilities under NEPA and related laws and authorities, and Bastrop County to use Program funds.
OBJECTIONS TO RELEASE OF FUNDS
The Texas Department of Agriculture will accept objections to its release of funds and Bastrop County’s certification for a period of fifteen days following the anticipated submission date or its actual receipt of the request, (whichever is later) only if they are on one of the following bases: (a) the certification was not executed by the Certifying Officer of Bastrop County; (b) Bastrop County has omitted a step or failed to make a decision or finding required by HUD regulations at 24 CFR Part 58; (c) the grant recipient or other participants in the development process have committed funds, incurred costs or undertaken activities not authorized by 24 CFR Part 58 before approval of a release of funds by the Department; or (d) another Federal agency acting pursuant to 40 CFR Part 1504 has submitted a written finding that the project is unsatisfactory from the standpoint of environmental quality.  Objections must be prepared and submitted in accordance with the required procedures (24 CFR Part 58, Sec. 58.76) and shall be addressed to Pam Wozniak, Environmental Review Specialist, Texas Department of Agriculture by email at pamela.wozniak@texasagriculture.gov.
