This is to give notice that Bastrop County (County) has determined that the following proposed action under the Texas General Land Office Community Development Block Grant Mitigation (CDBG-MIT) Program, GLO Contract 24-065-104-E836, is located in the Federal Flood Risk Management Standard (FFRMS) Floodplain and Wetland, and the County will be identifying and evaluating practicable alternatives to locating the action within the floodplain and wetland, and the potential impacts on the floodplain and wetland from the proposed action, as required by Executive Order 11988, as amended by Executive Order 13690, and Executive Order 11990, in accordance with HUD regulations at 24 CFR 55.20 in Subpart C Procedures for Making Determinations on Floodplain Management and Protection of Wetlands.  The proposed project locations are as follows, in Bastrop County, TX:
	Project Title: Ranchette Street Drainage Improvements 

Project Description: Subrecipient shall excavate; install embankment, culverts, wingwalls, guardrail and riprap; remove and replace pavement; and complete associated appurtenances. Construction shall take place at the following location:

	From approximately 1,330 feet east of the intersection of Green Valley Drive and Ranchette Street, northeastward 60 feet.  30.18789, -97.28922

	Project Title: Cardinal Drive Drainage Improvements

Project Description: Subrecipient shall remove headwalls and pipe; install embankment, culverts, wingwalls and riprap; remove and replace pavement; and complete associated appurtenances. Construction shall take place at the following location:

	From approximately 600 feet northwest of the intersection of Hook Em Horns Drive and Cardinal Drive, northwestward 120 feet.  30.16483, -97.21279

	Project Title: Karisch Road Drainage Project

Project Description: Subrecipient shall excavate; install embankment, gabion baskets, guardrail; and complete associated appurtenances. Construction shall take place at the following location:

	Project Title: Kaanapali Lane Drainage Improvements 

Project Description: Subrecipient shall excavate; install embankment, culverts, wingwalls, riprap and guardrail; remove and replace pavement; and complete associated appurtenances. Construction shall take place at the following location:

	Kaanapali Lane
	From approximately 130 feet southeast of the intersection of Koali Drive and Kaanapali Drive, southeastward 100 feet.  30.08854, -97.27746

The extent of the FFRMS floodplain was determined using the Freeboard Value Approach.  Approximately 0.25 to 0.50-acres of project activities will occur at the locations in a riverine FFRMS floodplain (all locations), and approximately 0.10-acres each in the Riverine Wetland at the Ranchette, Cardinal and Kaanapali locations.  The beneficial values of the floodplain and wetland will not be adversely affected as best management practices will be utilized during construction and the project will improve water conveyance, while not adversely affecting the natural flow.  Work in the wetland will be approached under the appropriate Nationwide Permit.
There are three primary purposes for this notice. First, people who may be affected by activities in floodplains and wetlands, and those who have an interest in the protection of the natural environment, should be given an opportunity to express their concerns and provide information about these areas. Commenters are encouraged to offer alternative sites outside of the floodplain and wetland, alternative methods to serve the same project purpose, and methods to minimize and mitigate impacts. Second, an adequate public notice program can be an important public educational tool. The dissemination of information and request for public comment about floodplains and wetland can facilitate and enhance Federal efforts to reduce the risks and impacts associated with the occupancy and modification of these special areas. Third, as a matter of fairness, when the Federal government determines it will participate in actions taking place in floodplains and wetlands, it must inform those who may be put at greater or continued risk.
